On arrival in the 
beautiful valley of Mai Chau, we will stay in a local stilt house and enjoy dinner prepared by local 
people. In the evening, we take part in traditional music. In the morning we tour the village or the 
surrounding countryside, stopping for many photo opportunities. 
 
 
ITINERARY: 
 
Day 1  Hanoi – Mai Chau
