OVERVIEW: 
 
We transfer from Ho Chi Minh City to Can Tho to board the historical Bassac Junk for our 
trip downstream on the Hau River. After lunch on board we visit a floating market and 
cruise amongst rice paddies, sugar cane and forests along the banks. After a night on 
board we cruise along Cho Lach canal and visit Cai Be floating market by local boat before 
returning to Ho Chi Minh City. 
 
 
ITINERARY: 
 
Day 1   Ho Chi Minh City– Can Tho 
 
Start from your stay in Ho Chi Minh city and transfer to Can Tho. On arrival, welcome 

drink is waiting for you, while you are check into cabin, boat will downstream of Hau river. 

Lunch on boat. After lunch, you tour to Ta on floating market-high light of Mekong. Belong 

two site is scenery of rice fields, sugar cane, woods on the near banks. Diner on boat, 

then cruise to Mang Thit River for your overnight.
