Jokahng temple, sprawling Sera and Drepung monastery.

Traveling in Tibet can be rough and the high altitude is a concern. Our package offers the
specially chosen hotels & restaurants in the city and private vehicle, to make the

adventure as comfortable as possible.

Day 1: Entry Lhasa (-)

At your arrival at the Gonggar airport or Lhasa Train Station (3680m), you will be greeted
by our Tibetan guide and driver and transfer to your hotel in Lhasa; check in the hotel and
take it easy for the rest of the day to acclimatize. Stay overnight in Lhasa.

Day 2: Lhasa (B)

Today visit the Jokhang Temple in the centre of the Old Lhasa city and you have time to
walk around the Bakhor street which is one of the most devotional circuit as well as
crowded central market of Lhasa. The day will ended with a visit to the Sera Monastery,

home to several hundred monks from different part of Tibet. Stay overnight in Lhasa.



Day 3: Lhasa (B)

Today we will visit the famous Potala Palace, the masterpiece of Tibetan architecture.
Walking though the long steps are quite challenging. In the afternoon, we will visit the
Drepung monastery, once the world's largest monastery that housed for more than
10,000 monks. Stay overnight in Lhasa.

Day 4: Exit Lhasa (B)

Free to enjoy your day until being transferred to the airport. End of the fabulous tour in
Tibet.

Included:

- 3 night accommodation in a double or twin share room with daily breakfast

- Meals: as mentioned in the program (B = Breakfast, L = Lunch, D = Dinner) on the
basis of a local restaurant

- All necessary travel permits to Tibet

- Private guide: English speaking local Tibetan guide during all tours and transfers

- Entrance ticket fees for all the sight spots listed in the program
